Scope:  Maintains and preserves USS Lexington, use of various chemical agents, knowledge of tool and machine operation.  Acts independently or in a semi-supervised status.  This position provides support of technical, physical or artistic merit to museum related curatorial concerns.

Physical Demands:


The physical demands described here are representative of those that must be met by an employee to successfully perform the essential functions of this job. While performing the duties of this job the employee is continuously required to stand; use continuous hand, arm and finger manipulation while performing the daily sandblasting, sanding, priming and painting job function; continuously walking, stooping, kneeling, crouching, crawling, and standing/walking on steel railways requiring balance. Environment requires climbing steep stairwells, so comfortable clothing and shoes with non-skid soles are recommended. The employee is occasionally required to lift up to 25 pounds. The vision requirements include: clear concise, close/distance vision, peripheral vision, depth perception and ability to adjust focus. 

Work Environment:
The work environment characteristics described here are representative of those an employee encounters while performing the essential functions of this job. While performing the duties of this job the employee is occasionally exposed to wet and/or humid conditions; moving mechanical parts; fumes or airborne particles; outside weather conditions and vibration. The noise level in the environment is moderate.  Exposure to chemical agents, painting supplies, fumes, prepares surfaces with hand held scraper that may release paint particles, moving sand from sand basting and dust from power sanding.  

The Curatorial Technician is often called up to react in crisis situations which may involve the moving and rearranging of exhibits, cleanup including helping in other departments where manpower is needed.
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
