JOB DESCRIPTION
Title: Electrician Assistant

Supervisor:  Chief of Maintenance
Scope:  To assist the Electrical Foreman with all duties of the Electrical Department.

Responsibilities:

1. Responsible for the maintenance and security of all Electrical Department tools, equipment and spaces.

2. Perform basic electrical work including the operation, renewal and maintenance of electrical equipment.

3. Install electrical equipment, cables and fittings in accordance with established safety procedures, NEC Code, Corpus Christi Electrical Code, Naval regulations and esthetics as they apply.

4. Assist in the implementation of the Electrical Safety Program.

5. Responsible for the cleanliness of all Electrical Department spaces and for the proper cleanup of job sites.  
6. Performs other job-related duties as directed by the Electrical Foreman, Maintenance Director and those appointed over you.

7. Knowledge of naval shipboard systems to include but are not limited to Circuit identifiers so as to determine the fed from and what it feeds information.
      8.   Understand the basic (general) operating parameters of the ship’s Fire Alarm          

      System and Ship’s Security Alarm System.

9.   Take advantage of all training available and offered as this can enhance your    

      skills, job performance and your value to the ship. 
10.  Must be competent to direct visitors.

11.  Must be capable of understanding and implementing the Lexington’s Safety Program.

12.  Must be capable of understanding and implementing the Lexington’s Heavy Weather Plan.
13. Perform any other job duties as delegated by Director of Operations.
Work Environment:
The work environment characteristics described here are representative of those an employee encounters while performing the essential functions of this job. While performing the duties of this job the employee is occasionally exposed to wet and/or humid conditions; fumes or airborne particles; outside weather conditions and vibration. The noise level in the environment is moderate, and may be exposed to chemical agents, painting supplies, and fumes. 

Physical Demands:
The physical demands described here are representative of those that must be met by an employee to successfully perform the essential functions of this job.  While performing the duties of this job the employee is continuously required to sit; use continuous hand, arm and finger manipulation while performing the daily Electrician Assistant job function; continuously walking, stooping, kneeling, crouching, crawling, and standing/walking on steel.  Environment requires climbing steep stairwells, so comfortable clothing and shoes with non-skid soles are recommended. The employee is frequently required to lift up to 25-50 pounds. The vision requirements include: clear concise, close/distance vision, peripheral, depth perception and ability to adjust focus.
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
